B. The Lease Agreement provides that Lessee shall not sublet the Premises, or
any part of the Premises, or assign the Lease Agreement or any interest in the Lease
Agreement without the consent of Lessor.

2. Lessee and Sublessee shall be jointly and severally liable for all rent payments
and other Lease obligations due to Lessor under the Lease Agreement.

4. Neither the subleasing of the above-described Premises nor anything

In any of the following Park rules, where it is stated by the Park Management that you
must have "Written Approval", this approval will not be unreasonably withheld, and unless a
specific time limitation is stated in the rules, we will respond to your written request within ten
(10) days.

In the event that a Park rule is being violated, the party violating the rule will be notified
of the violation either by letter of notice delivered in hand or mailed, certified mail, return receipt
requested, and shall comply with said Rules and Regulations within thirty (30) days of the
delivery in hand or receipt by certified mail, return receipt requested, unless some other period is
specified herein.

The Park Management is pleased that you have chosen to live here and we hope your stay
will be satisfactory and of a long duration.

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LAZY PINES MOBILE HOME PARK
RULES AND REGULATIONS

PURPOSE: The mobile home park ("Park") shall be subject to the following rules
enacted by the owner of Lazy Pines Mobile Home Park ("Park Owner"), which shall
be binding upon each person who owns or occupies a mobile home ("Homeowner")
located on a Site ("Site" or "Lot") in this Park. The Park Owner may designate the
Park Manager to implement the Rules and Regulations and act on behalf of the Park
Owner in which case all notices and information required herein will be provided by
Homeowner to Park Manager. These Rules shall be immediately effective for new
Homeowners. The signing of a rental agreement by a new Homeowner shall signify
acceptance of the rules set forth below. For each Homeowner in the Park at the time
of notification of these Rules, the Rules set forth below shall be effective for each
Homeowner, individually, upon expiration of ninety (90) days after receiving
individual written notice of these Rules.

l. Buildings and Appurtenances

A. Mobile Homes ("homes")

1. All homes shall be maintained in good condition and repair and the
exterior of all homes shall be clean, neat and properly painted at all times. The Park
Owner reserves the right to require reasonable repair, maintenance and
improvement of any home. In the event that a home is owned by the Park Owner,
the Park Owner shall take full responsibility for maintaining the exterior of the home
in good repair. However, the Homeowner shall still be responsible to keep the home
in clean and neat condition.

2. Utility services including water, sewer and others are to be properly
connected, insulated and protected by the Homeowner before a resident takes
occupancy.

3. Plumbing is to be kept in good repair by the Homeowner and
plumbing leaks are to be repaired immediately. The Park Owner reserves the right to
temporarily shut off the water supply to a home or area of the Park if a water leak
exists wherever such action is deemed by the Park Owner to be in the best interest
of the Park.

4. Except for those incidents covered by manufacturer's warranty,
Homeowners shall be responsible for repairs to all above ground services to
Homeowner's mobile home unit, including connections to all utilities. Heat tapes are

the Homeowner's responsibility and should be checked regularly.
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5. If a home is substantially damaged by fire, windstorm or other
cause, the Homeowner shall repair or remove the damaged home within reasonable
time or the Park Owner may do so at the Homeowner's expense. If the Homeowner
elects to repair his/her damaged home, such repair shall begin as soon as practical,
after the damage has occurred. All loose materials and debris shall be removed from
the Park immediately. Damage visible on the exterior of a home shall be repaired
within fifteen (15) days from the date of damage. If the damage cannot be repaired
within fifteen (15) days, the Park Owner may require that the Home be permanently
removed from the Park at the Homeowner's expense.

6. Homeowners shall not vacate or abandon the mobile home and/or
Site at any time during the rental agreement. Absence for one (1) month or longer
without paying rental fees shall be deemed abandonment of the mobile home. If
Homeowner shall abandon, vacate, or surrender said mobile home and/or Site or be
dispossessed by process of law, or otherwise, any personal property (including any
mobile home on said space, if applicable) belonging to residents and left in the Park
shall be deemed abandoned, at the option of Management. In the event of such
abandonment of a mobile home owned by Homeowner, Park Owner may remove
Homeowner's mobile home from the Site and arrange for storage of same at
Homeowner's expense. Park Owner shall not be liable for any damage to the mobile
home, its contents or due to interruption of utilities except for the gross negligence of
Park Owner, its employees, agents or representatives. Upon said removal,
Homeowner's claim to the Lot Site shall terminate.

B. Utility Buildings, Cabanas, Awnings, Screens, Skirts and Other Improvements

1. Awnings, cabanas, porches, decking, screens, skirts, steps, fences and
other improvements must be approved by the Park Owner before the same may be
erected or installed in the Park and must be kept neat and in good repair. New or
replacement skirting material shall be of vinyl only (or some reasonable alternative
material approved by the Park Owner of a color harmonious with the color of the
Home).

2. Skirting of the entire mobile home must be completed within one month
after entry into the Park.

3. Fences, steps, porches, skirting and screening are the property of the
Homeowner. However, if left on the Lot at the time of moving, they shall become the
property of the Park Owner upon expiration of the period of twenty-eight (28) days
after the date upon which Homeowner has vacated the lot.

4. One utility building per home is permitted so long as such building
conforms to the BOCA and HUD minimum standards, and the local building code,

and is approved by the Park Owner. Those Homeowners who at the
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effective date of these rules have more than one utility building, shall be permitted,
subject to the further conditions herein, to retain said utility building until removed,
but shall not be permitted to replace any extra utility building removed.

5. Utility buildings placed after the effective date hereof shall also conform to
the following specifications:

(a) Such building shall not exceed 10' x 12' in size, except with the
express written consent of the Park Owner.

(b) All roofs shall be gabled.

(c) Location of utility buildings must be approved by Park
Management.

6. Metal buildings, not exceeding the above specifications, are permitted if
made by a recognized and reputable manufacturer.

7. Wooden buildings shall be constructed of the following materials:

(a) Walls - exterior plywood covered with novelty siding, shingles,
tongue and groove boards or Texture |-11 siding.

(b) Roof - exterior plywood covered with asphalt or wood shingles or
metal of a minimum of 16 gauge.

Used lumber and tarpaper are not permitted for finished exterior
surfaces.

8. All fencing must be less than forty-eight inches (48") in height, stained or
painted to match or be in harmony with the improvements on the site, and
compliment the adjacent sites.

9. Outside post lamps or any other outside lighting including all wiring or utility
buildings (excluding those permanently attached to the home) must have written
approval of the Park Owner and be installed according to the applicable codes.

10. Steps to the homes, porches or patios shall be constructed of sturdy
precast concrete, neat wooden, neat fiberglass or aluminum construction. Concrete
blocks are not acceptable.

11. Each such improvement shall be designed in harmony with the home
which it serves, shall be constructed in a craftmanlike manner, shall be of the same

material and color as the home (or some reasonable alternative material
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and color approved by the Park Owner), and shall be subject to approval of the Park
Owner. Such improvements shall be kept in good condition and neat at all times and
shall be made in compliance with all applicable laws, codes and ordinances.

C. Review and Approval

1. No Change in the exterior of a home or other building or improvement in
the Park shall be made without the prior written consent of the Park Owner. No
construction or placement of any home, other building(s), any exterior addition to the
home or other building or improvement, in the Park shall take place without such
written consent. Anyone seeking such consent shall submit a description of the
proposed change or construction, including adequate plans and specifications where
applicable to the Park Owner. The Park Owner shall review such description with
regard to harmony of exterior architectural design, attractiveness, location in relation
to the subject Site and surrounding structures and topography, and compliance with
these Rules, and shall respond in writing to the Homeowner seeking such consent
within fourteen (14) days of its receipt of such description.

2. Any violation of a provision of these Rules which is not corrected within
thirty (30) days of the delivery in hand or receipt by certified mail, return receipt
requested, of notice of such violation from the Park Owner to the Homeowner shall
entitte the Park Owner to evict the Homeowner after sixty (60) days from
Homeowner's receipt of the aforesaid notice.

Il. Maintenance of Site on Which Home is Located ("Site") A.

Lawns, Trees and Shrubbery

1. Homeowner shall keep grass on Homeowner's lot mowed, trimmed and
neat. No limbs are to be cut from trees without written permission of Park Owner.

2. Homeowner shall remove grass and weeds from around trees, homes,
shrubbery and gardens. Shrubs shall be kept trimmed by Homeowner. As reasons
dictate, leaves, needles and branches shall be raked up and piled at street sides for
Park collection.

3. Homeowners may have gardens with written permission of Park Owner
and shall keep gardens neat and well cared for.

4. Upon installation the garden becomes a Park fixture and shall not

thereafter be removed by Homeowner.
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5. Park Owner shall give Homeowner written notice if a Homeowner fails to
comply with the above standards. If said failure to comply continues for a period of
seven (7) days following notice from Park Owner, Park Owner may perform the work
and bill the Homeowner for reasonable services rendered, the bill for services
performed shall be deemed additional rent, due and payable on demand in
accordance with the terms set forth in Section XI, Rent.

B. Driveways, Walks, Porches and Patios

1. Porches, patios, steps and walks shall be kept neat and clean by the
Homeowners. Porches, patios, steps and walks must also be kept in good repair by
the Homeowners.

2. Homeowners shall remove ice and snow from driveways, walks, porches,
stairs, patios and any other necessary areas within the lot.

3. Porches and railings shall be kept in good repairs by Homeowner, painted
in harmony with the color of the home and in compliance with prevailing codes and
these Rules.

C. Rubbish

1. Rubbish, trash and properly wrapped garbage are to be deposited only in
secure, enclosed containers designed for disposal of rubbish and kept out of sight
from the road fronting the mobile home. Park Owner strongly recommends that
these materials be kept inside utility buildings.

2. Trash containers shall be moved to the street for collection and returned to
designated areas only within twelve (12) hours before and after collection,
respectively. All plastic bags must be properly secured and tied. On any day when
snow plowing is taking place, all trash containers must be placed five feet (5) back
from the road's edge so as not to impede snow plowing.

3. Abandoned, unused or rusting material, or other types of junk shall not be
permitted on any Site.

D. Lot Condition
Homeowners shall keep and maintain site in a clean, sanitary and
uncluttered condition at all times and shall not violate any rule, regulation, ordinance,

statute, or state law pertaining to the use and occupation of said Lot.

E. Use of Septic System

1. The general maintenance of septic systems is the responsibility of the
Park. However, should damage to a septic system be caused by misuse of a
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tenant, the tenant will be held liable for all costs, including, if necessary, replacement
costs.

Misuse would include, but not be limited to the following:

(a) Allowing water leaks to continue unrepaired, thus causing a flooding of
the system.

(b) Disposal of disposable diapers, sanitary napkins, cooking grease,
paint, oil, excessive non-biodegradable detergent or any
nondecomposing material into the system.

(c) The use of colored toilet paper, which is prohibited.

(d) The use of garbage disposals, which is prohibited.

2. All sites within the Park have a maximum limit of four (4) occupants.

F. Clotheslines and Reels

1. Clotheslines are permitted outside of homes. The location of any
clothesline must be approved by the Park Owner.

lll. Motor Vehicles

A. Automobiles

1. Unregistered or junk cars shall not be permitted in the Park. Such cars
shall be towed away at the owner's expense.

2. No major automobile repairs are permitted in the Park. Minor repairs are
permitted in those areas designated by the Park Owner.

3. Damage to paved parking areas caused by leaking gas or oil from motor
vehicles shall be the responsibility of the Homeowner.

4. A penalty charge of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) per month shall be
assessed for each month, or part thereof, that violation of this section is permitted by
the Homeowner to exist. However, the assessment of said penalty shall not be
deemed a waiver by Park Owner of his right to have the vehicle(s) towed at

Homeowner's expense, said expenses constitute additional rental.
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B. Vehicles Not Permitted

1. Commercial vehicles and any other vehicles besides passenger cars, pick-
up trucks and vans are not permitted to be kept in the Park without the written
consent of the Park Owner.

2. Vehicles and devices such as, but not limited to, motor scooters,
motorcycles, trail bikes, mini-bikes, ski mobiles, and motorized go-cars, are not
permitted to be operated in the Park for recreational purposes. A Homeowner may
operate such vehicles for the sole and limited purpose of entering and exiting the
Park on a direct route to their mobile home.

3. No guests shall operate recreational vehicles in the Park.

4. All guests operating any motor vehicle inside the Park shall comply with all
Park rules.

C. Parking

1. Parking of two (2) automobiles for each mobile home site will be permitted.
Any additional vehicles may only be parked at a site with the Park Owner's written
consent and only if the Homeowner, at his expense, provides a paved parking area
for the vehicle. There shall be no parking of any vehicles on lawns.

2. No on-street parking is permitted within the Park.

3. All boats, trailers, campers, snow-mobiles, motorcycles or any other such
vehicle will, with the permission of the Park Owner, be allowed to be parked on the
site. Homeowner must provide their own on-site parking location for these vehicles
with the permission of the Park Owner. All storage areas must be kept neat, orderly
and safe.

4. Vehicles parked in the street or in other unauthorized places may be towed
away at the Homeowner's expense, without notice.

D. Speed Limit

1. The speed limit for all vehicles shall be a maximum of 5 M.P.H., weather
permitting, on Park roads unless otherwise posted.

E. Enforcement

1. Except for towing, pursuant to these Park Rules, which shall be done
without notice, any other violation or revision of this Section which is not corrected

within twenty (20) days of the delivery in hand or receipt by mail by
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certified letter, return receipt requested of notice of such violation from the Park
Owner to the Homeowner, shall entitle the Park Owner to evict the Homeowner after
sixty (60) days from the Homeowner's receipt of the aforesaid notice.

IV. Children

1. Homeowners are always responsible for the conduct of all children living
in their home or visiting, whether the children are on the Homeowner's lot or
elsewhere in the Park. Consequently, Homeowner agrees to accept full responsibility
for the supervision of said children. The Park Owner shall take no responsibility for
the supervision or safety of any child within the Park.

2. Children shall be kept under the parent's control and shall behave in a
quiet orderly manner.

3. The conduct of visiting children and children in the care of the Homeowner
shall be the responsibility of the Homeowner.

4. No skateboards shall be used on Park's roadways.

5. Due to traffic safety considerations, children may not use bicycles, wagons
or similar devices unless accompanied by an adult on the Park's roadways, with the
exception of the small roadway, which is located in front of the basketball court area
and in front of Lots 21, 23, 24 and 25.

6. Children may play within the individual lots and within the basketball court
area, and within the field adjacent to the basketball court area. Children may also
play in the roadway, which is located in front of the basketball court area, and in front
of Lots 21, 22, 23, 24 and 25. However, children may not play in any other roadways
within the Park.

7. All children playing on Homeowner's lot or within the Park shall be
supervised by an adult.

8. Homeowners are responsible for the conduct of all children living in their
mobile home, and in their care, or visiting as guests and shall be responsible for any
damage caused by said children and agree to reimburse any loss to Park property or
property of other Homeowners occasioned by said child or children.

9. Homeowner understands and acknowledges that his or her lease
agreement will terminate upon having more than four (4) occupants in a mobile
home, permanently or as guests after a period of one month or for having more than

two occupants in a mobile home in an area designated for two occupants only.
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10. Park Owner shall not be liable for any personal injury to any child residing
within the Park or any child visiting the Park or for any property damage from any
cause related to children within the Park. Homeowners hereby covenant, release
and agree to indemnify Park Owner and deem Park Owner harmless from any and
all claims, losses, damages, judgments, costs and expenses, including attorney's
fees, liability loss or other claims or obligations arising out of any claim, action or
occurrence related to children residing or visiting homeowner.

V. Animals
A. Control

1. Any dog in residence must be registered with the Park Owner within
five (5) days of the effective date of these Rules. Registration includes the following
information: the Park's Certificate of Notification, Town license number, a copy of the
animal's rabies certificate and a recent photograph.

2. The only pets that shall be permitted are cats, dogs, or inside pets.
Each Homeowner is limited to one (1) cat, which must be kept within the mobile
home at all times, unless placed on a leash, and/or one (1) dog which must be
controlled according to paragraph A:5 below. If the number of pets exceeds the
above limits which is not corrected within thirty (30) days of delivery in hand or
receipt by mail, by certified mail, return receipt requested of notice of such violation
from the Park Owner to the Homeowner shall result in the Homeowner being
assessed Ten Dollars ($10.00) per month until the extra pet or pets are removed and
shall continue to constitute a separate violation of these rules, month-by-month, until
the extra pet(s) are removed from this Park. An assessment under Section V:C shall
take precedence and be in lieu of an assessment under Section V:A.2.

3. In addition, no outside pens, cages, barns, "houses", dog runs or
chains, or any type of permanent or temporary installation or shelter for the
maintenance or care of pets will be allowed.

4. Homeowner agrees that pets will not spend the nights outside their
mobile home, that no pets shall be permitted outside the mobile home at any time if
Homeowners are not at home, and that said pet or pets will not be noisy, disruptive
or cause undue stress or inconvenience to other residents or damage to property.
Homeowners shall be financially responsible for all damage done by their pets or
pets of their guests and shall keep said pets under control and within their control at
all times.

5. No dog shall be allowed to be outside the mobile home unless it is
with the pet owner and is either (l) on a leash; or (Il) under direct owner voice
12



control. Dogs shall be allowed to relieve themselves only on their owner's lot.
Owners are responsible for cleaning up messes caused by their dogs.

6. Pets of visitors shall be the responsibility of the Homeowner. B.

Reporting

(a) All pets shall be registered with the Park Owner within five (5) days of
the effective date of these rules.

(b) The presence of all animals shall be reported to the Park Owner
within five (5) days of the acquisition of the animal. A photograph, of any existing or
new, cat or dog that resides in the Homeowners unit, is required to be forwarded to
Park Owner. All animals residing in the Park must be on file with the Park Owner.

(c) All dogs shall be licensed with the Town of Loudon and the license
number reported to the Park Owner.

(d) Pets, which create noise, disturbance or unpleasantness, which is
not corrected within ten (10) days after notice by Park Owner to the Homeowner,
shall, at the request of the Park Owner, be removed from the Park. Park Owner
reserves the right to trap and transport to the SPCA any animal, known to live in the
Park, that has been repeatedly outside, causing a disturbance or unpleasantness to
other tenants.

C. Enforcement

Any violation of a provision of Section V which is not corrected within
seven (7) days of delivery in hand or receipt by mail, by certified mail, return receipt
requested of notice of such violation from the Park Owner to the Homeowner shall
result in the Homeowner being subject to a fee of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) per
month, per violation of the provision of Article V. Unless alternative enforcement and
fines have been otherwise stated under a condition of Article V. An additional charge
of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00), or the actual cost, whichever is greater, will be
charged for trapping and transporting of cats to the SPCA that will be billed to the
Homeowner.

VI. Sins

A. Types Allowed

No Commercial signs of any type are allowed in the Park, including, but not

limited to "yard sale", "garage sale" or "auction" type signs.
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B. "For Sale" Signs

1. No more than two (2) painted or printed "For Sale" signs of reasonable size
(not to exceed 216 square inches) and quality, representing bona fide offers to sell
homes, are permitted in the Park subject to the conditions as set forth below.

2. All "For Sale" signs shall be registered with the Park Owner prior to posting
and shall be re-registered every thirty- (30) days thereafter. Registration and/or re-
registration shall be granted provided that the posting of such signs is pursuant to
bona fide efforts to sell the home.

3. Such signs shall be posted only in windows or attached to the side of the
home and in such manner as not to unreasonably detract from the appearance of
the Park, shall indicate "For Sale" and may include the name, address and
telephone number of the owner or his agent.

4. "For Sale" signs shall be removed within twenty-four (24) hours of the time
when a home is no longer offered for sale.

5. Failure to register or re-register a "For Sale" sign prior to posting shall
subject the Homeowner to a Twenty-five Dollar ($25.00) charge per month.

6. Each "For Sale" sign not authorized by Park Owner shall be subject to a
Twenty-five Dollar ($25.00) per month charge.

VIl. Noise

A. Personal Conduct

1. Residents of the Park and their guest shall conduct themselves in a
reasonably quiet manner so as not to disturb others.

2. Noise levels shall be reduced after 10:00 p.m. and before 7:00 a.m. for
the benefit of all residents. No noises that may disturb other resident's will be
allowed at any time.

3. Homeowners shall be responsible for the conduct of their guests.

4. No firearms may be fired or carried, except in a secure case, inside Park
property. Any violation of state or local firearms ordinances by a tenant or guest may
result in eviction from Park.

5. Homeowner, members of his family, and guests shall comply in every
respect with the laws of the State of New Hampshire and ordinances of the Town of

Loudon, including, but not limited to, all rules and regulations of the
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New Hampshire Health Department, Loudon Police Department, and Loudon Fire
Department, and these Park Rules and Regulations. Any violation of State or local
laws and regulations may result in eviction from the Park.

6. Homeowner agrees that there shall be no unreasonably loud parties, loud
musical instruments or loud music or similar loud noises or other commotion.

VIIl. Homeowners, Mobile Home Occupants & Guests

A. General Provisions

1. All Homeowners, mobile home occupants and guests shall observe all
Rules and Regulations developed for the Park, the common areas and buildings.

2. Residents of the Park are responsible for the conduct of their guests and
shall pay for any damage caused by their guests on the basis of actual cost
replacement.

3. All Homeowners, occupants and guests who remain longer than thirty(30)
days must register at the office.

4. While on vacation or extended absence, i.e., an absence of one (1) week or
more, Homeowners should notify the Park Owner of departure and return dates.

5. Homeowners shall see that no persons other than established service
people shall be permitted on Homeowner's lot during his absence without the
express permission from Homeowner and/or written permission from the Park
Owner.

6. As a precondition to occupancy, whether as owner, tenant or guest (for
greater than thirty (30) days), the Park Owner may require the occupant to provide
the names of three (3) references from whom the Park Owner can seek information
concerning the behavior and/or financial reliability of the occupant, and Park Owner
may request said tenant complete the application process.

7. No skateboards, bicycles, wagons or similar devices shall be towed behind
bicycles or vehicles, used for jumping, used to go over ramps or used in any other
dangerous or hazardous manner. No skating rinks shall be permitted. No swimming
pools are allowed within the Park. However, a small wading pool, not to exceed one
foot (1') in depth is allowed. However, it must be emptied at the end of each day.
Wading pools may not be placed on the grassy areas. Any other similar dangerous
or hazardous activities are prohibited.

8. Homeowners are responsible for the conduct of all children living in their
mobile home, in their care, or visiting as guests and shall be responsible for
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any damage caused by said children and agree to reimburse any loss to Park
property or property of other Homeowners occasioned by said child or children.

9. The number of occupants allowed per mobile home shall be four (4),
EXCEPT in areas where the occupancy is limited to two (2) persons due to the
limited capacity of the septic system, unless otherwise agreed to by the Park
Owner.

B. Guests

1. Homeowners may have permanent guests. However, in no case shall the
total occupancy of any mobile home exceed that as established in Paragraph VIlI-
A:9.

C. Enforcement

Any violation of a provision of this Section VIII which is not corrected within
thirty (30) days of the delivery in hand or receipt by mail, by certified letter, return
receipt requested, of notice of such violation from the Park Owner to the Homeowner
shall entitle the Park Owner to evict the Homeowner and all other occupants after
sixty (60) days from Homeowner's receipt of the aforesaid notice.

IX. Sale, Rental and Removal of Mobile Home

A. Sale

1. The Homeowner shall immediately notify the Park Owner, in writing, of his
intention to sell his/her mobile home.

2. Homeowners may sell their mobile home in place, subject to prior
notification to Park Owner and approval of the purchaser by Park Owner, which
approval shall not unreasonably be withheld. Homeowner must have prior written
consent from the Park Owner before closing a sale with a prospective purchaser, if
the prospective purchaser intends to keep the mobile home in the Park after the
sale.

3. The Homeowner shall permit the Park Owner to inspect the mobile home,
including all structures appurtenant thereto, to determine whether or not Park
standards will permit the mobile home to remain in the Park upon resale. Said
inspection shall be made within Ten (10) days of Park Owner's receipt of written
notice as provided in Paragraph (1) above.

4. The Park Owner shall notify the Homeowner of the results of the
inspection, in writing, and within five (5) days of the inspection. The Park Owner

may require that certain interior or exterior repairs, modifications or changes be
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made as a precondition to allowing the mobile home to remain in the Park upon
resale. The Park Owner shall furnish the Homeowner with a written list of all such
necessary repairs, modifications and changes within five (5) days of the inspection.
The aesthetic standards to be applied to any such home shall be all the applicable
Rules and Regulations herein set forth.

5. The Homeowner shall have any potential purchaser who wishes to have
the mobile home remain in the Park after resale complete an Application for lot
rental furnished by the Park Owner. Park Owner shall either approve or disapprove
the application and shall notify the applicant in writing of its decision. If approved,
the applicant shall sign a lot rental agreement, review and accept the rules, and pay
the required security deposit and advance rent prior to taking occupancy of the
mobile home. In addition, any repairs, modifications or changes shall be completed
to Park Owner's satisfaction prior to occupancy.

6. Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions, the Park Owner shall apply no
aesthetic standard against a mobile home if such standard relates to the physical
characteristics of size, or original construction materials or color unless such
physical characteristic can be changed without undue financial hardship to the
Homeowner. All other standards in these Rules and Regulations shall apply.

7. Park Owner may require the names of three (3) references from whom the
Park Owner can seek information concerning the behavior and financial reliability of
the purchaser.

8. Any purchaser and his household shall meet the current Rules of the
Park.

9. As a precondition to occupancy by a prospective tenant and within a
reasonable time prior to the entering into any rental agreement, the Park Owner shall
disclose to the prospective tenant all terms and conditions of the tenancy, including
rental, utility, entrance and service charges.

B. Rental

1. Homeowner may not assign, sublet, rent, lease or permit anyone else to
use or occupy any mobile home without the written consent of the Park Owner.

2. The Park Owner shall have all the same rights with respect to any potential
assignee, sublessee, tenant or lessee of the Homeowner as the Park Owner would
have with regard to a potential purchaser. Potential sublessee's of an existing mobile
home must complete and sign all required paperwork from Park Owner and submit
with the non-refundable Fifty Dollar ($50.00) application fee.
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3. The owner of a mobile home may sublease that home provided that the
owner of the home and the Sublessee comply with the following terms and
conditions prior to the parties entering into the sublease:

a. The Park Owner has reviewed and approved the financial status of the
intended Sub lessee;

b. The Park Owner has received a written statement by the Homeowner
and Sublessee, on a form acceptable to the Park Owner, which creates
joint and several liability for all rent payments and other legal obligations
due the Park Owner under the original lease between Homeowner and
the Park Owner,;

c. The Park Owner has received a written statement by the Sublessee
that the Sublessee will obey the terms of the original lease and all rules
and regulations of the Park, as amended from time to time;

d. The Park Owner has received a fifty dollar ($50.00) processing fee
from the Homeowner;

e. The Park Owner has determined that all references as to the character
and financial ability of the Sublessee are reliable and favorable; and

f. The Park Owner is provided with an executed duplicate original
of the Sublease Agreement. Amendment No.2 adopted as of November 1, 1993.

4. Any Homeowner currently qualifying for the Senior Discount who sublets
their mobile home to persons who do not qualify for the discount, under the set age
limit of sixty- (60) years old, will be charged the current base rent without any
discount. When subletting, the rental charge is based upon the age of the occupant
of the mobile home.

C. Removal

1. Any mobile home sold, assigned, subleased, rented, leased or similarly
disposed of in violation of any provision of these Rules, including, but not limited to,
a failure to make repairs, shall be removed from the Park at the discretion of the
Park Owner. Prior to any sale, assignment, sublease, rental, lease or other
disposition, however, Park Owner may agree to permit a buyer to make specified
repairs following such disposition of a mobile home, provided the buyer posts a bond
in an amount and form satisfactory to Park Owner.

2. All mobile home charges for space, utilities and taxes shall be paid in full

before moving the mobile home.
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3. Any Homeowner or towing company must have a city tax receipt and a
letter from Park Owner releasing a mobile home before same can be removed from
the Park property.

X. Prohibited Uses and Activities

A. Uses and Activities

1. The space leased is to be used only for private mobile home residence
purposes. No mobile home or site shall be used for commercial, industrial, or office
purposes, except that residents may have offices at home which are not open to the
public and may conduct sales activities, such as, but not limited to, Avon sales
activity outside the home, using the home for customary administrative activities
associated therewith.

2. Homeowners agree not to use the mobile home or Site in any manner that
will increase the risk of loss and/or liability or rate of insurance or cause cancellation
of any insurance policy covering the Park.

3. The soliciting or peddling of sales, goods or services within the Park
premises is prohibited. This rule shall not be construed to prevent any person or
company from selling to or delivering to or otherwise supplying or servicing any
tenant with his or its goods or services, or make any charge or request any fee for
such activities.

4. Tampering with Park fuses, electric service connections or other utilities is
strictly forbidden. Please contact the Park Owner in case of trouble.

5. There shall be no littering anywhere in the Park. XI.

Rent

A. All rents and additional charges as herein set forth are due and payable at the
first of each month, with a ten (10) day grace period whereby any rent or additional
charges will be considered delinquent after 12:00 p.m. on the Tenth (10") of every
month. A bounced check fee for any returned checks, payable on Homeowners
account, in the amount of Twenty Dollars ($20.00) will be applied to said account,
payment required concurrent with any balance owed for the current or previous
month(s).

B. Additional Rent. All charges set forth herein, including, but not limited to those
set forth in Article |, Buildings and Appurtenances, Article Il, Site Maintenance;
Article Ill, Motor Vehicles, Article V, Signs; Article VIII, Sale and Removal of Mobile

Home; Article X, Rental, shall be deemed due and payable
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as set forth above. Non-payment shall be deemed a failure to pay rental fees under
New Hampshire Revised Annotated Chapter 205-A.

C. Rent paid by any person other than a registered Homeowner on behalf of the
Homeowner shall not be deemed to create a tenancy by said payer.

D. Any balances still owed by the eleventh (11") day of every month will be
assessed a service charge in the amount of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00), due and
payable along with any balances due from the current or previous month(s).

E. Any failure to pay the complete balance on your account in the current month,
including but not limited to, rent, bounced check fees, service charges, or violation
fees, Homeowners account will be considered in arrears. Partial payments will be
accepted, however, any balances owed for that month will incur additional service
charges in the amount of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) the first day of the following
month and every month thereafter, if Homeowner still has a balance due on his/her
account. Any account in arrears prior to or as of July 1, 1997 will not be subject to
this additional service charge; only overdue balances incurred after July 1, 1997
shall be subject to this additional service charge.

XIl. Mobile Home Property Taxes

A. Inventories. All inventories on property as required by the Town of Loudon,
shall be filed by Homeowner. Any penalties for failure to so file shall be the
responsibility of Homeowner.

B. Property Taxes. Homeowners agree to pay all taxes on homes within the Park
owned by Homeowner accruing to the Town of Loudon when due and shall, upon
request by Park Owner, produce a receipt for said paid taxes.

C. Notification. Upon notification to Park Owner by the Tax Collector of the Town
of Loudon that any Homeowner is behind in taxes assessed against the
Homeowner's mobile home, Park Owner will notify the Homeowner and allow fifteen
(15) days for a response in writing committing Homeowner to pay the taxes and all
other charges within ninety (90) days. If no response is forthcoming within fifteen
(15) days and/or if after the response by the Homeowner, the taxes are still unpaid
after a promise to pay date has passed, the Park Owner will proceed under the New
Hampshire law.

D. Violations. No mobile home may be sold or removed from the Park until such
taxes are paid and Park Owner shall be entitled to the benefit of any liens created by
law for taxes paid by Park Owner due to default by Homeowner.

E. Enforcement. Any failure to pay taxes shall entitle the Park Owner to evict the
Homeowner upon giving thirty (30) days notice as required by law, unless the

Homeowner pays said taxes, interest and penalties within this period.
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Homeowners shall be charged interest at the prime rate charged at the Bank of New
Hampshire at the time the taxes are paid, for any taxes paid by Park Owner. In
addition, pursuant to New Hampshire law, Park Owner shall be entitled to costs of
collection and reasonable attorney's fees from the Homeowner for the collection of
said taxes. The Park Owner shall also have a lien upon the Homeowner's property
that takes precedence over all other encumbrances until the taxes are paid.

XIlI. Liability

A. Park Owner shall not be liable for liability of debt or damage claimed for injury
to persons, including Homeowners, members of their families, and their guests,
invitees, licensees, or for property damage from any cause related to Homeowners'
occupancy of the Lot. Homeowners hereby covenant and agree to indemnify Park
Owner and save it harmless from all costs and expenses including attorney's fees,
liability loss or other claims or obligations because of or arising out of such injuries,
damages or losses. Park Owner shall not be liable for any damages on or about said
Lot, occasioned by Homeowner's failure to keep the Lot premises in repair, and shall
not be liable for any damages due or occasioned by or from plumbing, gas, water,
steam or other pipes or sewage, or the bursting, leaking or running of any pipe, tank,
washstand, water closet or waste pipe, in, above, upon or about said Lot or Park
premises, nor for any damage occasioned by water, snow, ice coming through or
being upon the Lot or Park premises, nor for any damage arising from acts or
neglect of co-residents, or other occupants of the mobile home park or of any
Homeowners, residents, occupants, or owners of adjacent or contiguous Lots and
property. Homeowners shall pay for any expense; overflow of water, and for any and
all damages not occasioned by reasonable wear and tear, caused by their improper
use thereof. Nothing herein shall be deemed to release Park Owner from gross
negligence.

B. Park Owner shall not be liable for any loss or damage suffered by its inability
to deliver possession of the space at the beginning of the lease term. Park Owner
may, at its option assign another space, if any available, for Homeowner's use. This
refers to new sales and occupancy only.

C. Except for gross negligence of Park Owner, Homeowners hereby release Park
Owner from any responsibility or liability for any personal injuries or personal or
property damages occurring upon, or in any way connected with, the Park, the
roadways within the Park, or nearby streets. Also the Park Owner is not responsible
for claims or damages that may be caused by the re-entering and taking of
possession by Park Owner under conditions of these Rules and Regulations.

D. Each Homeowner shall maintain liability insurance covering loss, injury or
death to persons or property while in Homeowner's mobile home or elsewhere on

the Homeowner's Site in the minimum amounts of $100,00/$300,00. Each
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Homeowner shall furnish the Park Owner with a certificate evidencing said
coverage.

XIV. Administration

A. Enforcement and Penalty Fees. A violation of any Rule or Regulation,
which does not otherwise impose a specific service charge, shall be subject to a
penalty of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) per violation, per month, to be
enforceable until said violation is corrected or compliance requirements made
by the Park Owner are abided by. Any violation of a provision of these Rules
and Regulations which is not corrected within thirty (30) days of delivery in hand
or receipt by mail, by certified mail, return receipt requested of notice of such
violation from the Park Owner to the Homeowner shall result in the Homeowner
being assessed this fee.

B. If Park Owner employs an attorney to enforce any of the Rules hereof or
to regain possession of the said space, Homeowners shall pay to Park Owner
his reasonable attorney's fees and expenses, whether or not it proceeds to
judgment. Homeowners further agree to pay Park Owner's reasonable
attorney's fees and expenses incurred in Park Owner's attempting to enforce or
collect any judgment rendered in its favor arising out of this agreement which is
not satisfied within ten (10) days from date of entry of judgment.

C. Any breach of the aforementioned Rules and Regulations shall be
construed, as a breach of the terms of residency and the Park Owner shall be
entitled to evict the Homeowner after notice thereof in accordance with
applicable law.

D. Permission. Whenever the permission or approval of the Park Owner is
required hereunder, said permission or approval shall only be valid if given in
writing.

XV. Notice

Whenever any notice is required to be given or delivered under the
provisions herein, or by law, it shall not mean personal service, but said notice
may be served upon the Homeowner or Park Owner personally or by certified
mail, return receipt requested. Either party hereto may, by written notice served
upon the other, change its mailing address.

XVI. Occupancy

A. Homeowner's occupation and use of the space provided pursuant to this
agreement and the common facilities of the Park shall be subject to all terms
and conditions, Rules and Regulations stated herein. Homeowners
acknowledge that they have read and hereby agree to all the terms and

conditions of the Park
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Owner's rules, regulations and covenants, which the Park Owner may from time to
time deem necessary. Homeowners understand that any breach of the agreement
shall subject Homeowners to liability for damages, including attorney's fees.

B. The Homeowner hereby acknowledges that he/she has inspected the
premises to be purchased and found them safe and acceptable and will maintain the
premises in a safe condition. The Homeowner agrees to allow the Park Owner (or
his representative) to enter and inspect the premises for reasons of health, safety,
maintenance or the welfare of other residents of the community, or in the event of an
emergency. Any such entry or inspection shall be made at reasonable times and
inspections of the inside of a mobile home shall be only with permission of the
Homeowner, except in the event of an emergency.

XVII. Termination of Occupancy/Separability

A. In accordance with the time periods hereinbefore set forth, Homeowner's
lease agreement shall terminate upon the occurrence of any of the following events,
upon receipt of written notice from the Park Owner and subject to any statutory
conditions or limitations:

1. Non-payment of rent, utility charges or reasonable incidental service
charges.

. Any change in the ownership or principal occupants of a mobile home
without necessary approvals.

w

. Violation of the Park Rules and Regulations or breach of any terms of the
Lease Agreement.

. Creation of a health or safety nuisance.

. Failure to comply with local ordinances or state or federal law or
regulations relating to mobile homes or mobile home parks.

(o2}

. Damage by the Homeowner to the Lot Site leased to Homeowner,
reasonable wear and tear excepted.

. Repeated conduct by Homeowner and Homeowner's registered tenants
upon the mobile home Park premises, which disturbs the peace and quiet
of other Homeowners in the mobile home park.

~

8. Any other permissible reason for eviction recognized by law.

B. Nothing contained in these Rules and Regulations is intended to be nor should
be interpreted as being contrary to New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated

Chapter 205-A. The invalidity of any section, sub-section or provision
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of these Rules and Regulations shall not invalidate any other section or provision
hereof which shall remain in full force and effect.

XVIII. Waiver

The Park Owner retains the right, in its sole discretion, to waive, in writing,
any one or more of these Rules with respect to any one or more Homeowners.
Waiver of any Rule or right shall not be deemed a waiver of any other Rule or right
unless expressly stated therein, nor shall a waiver on behalf of any specified
individual or individuals be deemed a waiver for any unspecified individuals.

XIX. Amendments

Amendments to the Regulations may be made at any time by the Park
Owner, and copies of such amendments shall be distributed to Park residents. Such
amendments shall become effective ninety- (90) days after notice is given to Park

residents.

LAZY PINES MOBILE HOME PARK

OWNER/SUBLEASE FEES

1. An application fee of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) shall be paid at the time of submitting an
Application for Admittance. This fee covers the expenses of processing an application
and is not refundable. This fee is required by new homebuyers or anyone looking to
sublet an existing owner’s home.

2. A security deposit shall be paid by the new owner of any mobile home located in Lazy
Pines Mobile Home Park, whether it is an existing home or a new home, prior to
occupying the said mobile home. The security deposit shall be equal in amount to the
prevailing monthly rent.

3. Renters subletting a home are not required to pay a security deposit to Lazy Pines
Mobile Home Park. Owners may use their own discretion when charging a renter a
security deposit.

4. A one-time service fee in the amount of three times the prevailing monthly rent shall be
paid by the owner of a new mobile home moved into the Park. This fee covers the
expense accrued for the following services:

a. Preparation of the site to accept the new mobile home.

b. A supply of earthentatious material required to enable the new mobile home to
be properly skirted.

¢. Park coordination and work with the deliverer to place a new mobile home on
the site.

d. Schedule and pay for any necessary work involved with the electrical, oil
and/or gas hookups.

e All required fees shall be paid prior to a new owner / subleasee taking
occupancy of any site.
